Crisis, which is often considered the closest the Cold War
came to escalating into a full-scale nuclear war. Later, |
was stationed in Stuttgart, Germany at Seventh Army HQ
previously commanded by General Patton, which was the
largest field army in the world. | remained here for two
years before returning to the United States where | served
in the Army Reserves for five years, the last of which was
in Philadelphia while | was at Wharton Business School.
(This unit subsequently got called to Bosnia however my
schooling kept me in America.)

A: It means a lot. | had an opportunity to serve my country
and | take a great deal of pride in that; to have served for
seven years.

Q: How do you think your experiences in the military
have affected your leadership at Cenergistic?
A: It set the foundation of what leadership was all about.
As ayoung lieutenant, | was HQ commandant and was

commanding officer of 70 troops. It was a great
leadership opportunity.

Q: Cenergistic currently has 65 Veterans on
staff, which is nearly 20% of all employees. What
encourages you to hire Veterans at Cenergistic?
A: Firstly, it's a way to give back to our country and
honor their service. Secondly, | believe Veterans
have a dimension of experience and leadership that is
invaluable to Cenergistic,c no matter what role our
employees serve.

As a Staff Sergeant in 2009 after
several injuries and a couple of surgeries | was assigned
to train newly commissioned infantry officers until | was
medically retired from service in 2011.

A: | was able to serve our great nation and protect our
freedoms by ensuring we engaged the enemies outside
our borders. | was also able to meet and serve with some
great heroes who selflessly laid down their lives for their
brothers and ultimately for the United States of America.
